Serving Food and Fellowship
A few years ago, Dan and Marissa 
Hernandez noticed that congregants were 
quickly dispersing after church each Sunday. 
The couple felt compelled by the words of 
Hebrews 10:25a, “not forsaking the assem-
bling of ourselves together, as is the man-
ner of some.” So they started Calvary Café 
in 2009. The ministry provides an oppor-
tunity for extended fellowship and serves 
food donated and prepared by volunteers. 

“One hundred percent of the café’s proceeds 
go back into other church ministries,” Dan 
commented. “This past weekend, we con-
ducted a fundraiser to send the youth to a 
weeklong retreat in Mexico.” Now people 
linger after church, sometimes for hours. 
Dan said that he often sees teenagers hang-
ing out together in the café, eating chichar-
rones—pork rinds in chile sauce—or nachos.
